A man had a heart attack recently at a
theme park in Gurnee, sending
emergency workers scrambling to find
someone to notify because he was
unable to communicate and had no
identification with him.

He did have a cellular phone, and
Gurnee Fire Chief Fred Fried| said
workers dialed dozens of numbers to
locate a family member.
